Call for Entry 
Coker College's Cecelia Coker Bell Gallery is 
reviewing entries (all media) for solo shows in the 
2010-2011 exhibition season. Send ten jpg image 
files (prefer 1024 x 768 pixels) on CD/DVD, or ten 
slides, plus an image list, statement, resume, and 
SASE to Larry Merriman, Coker College Art 
Dept., 300 East College Ave., Hartsville, SC, 
29550. Entries should be postmarked no later than 
October 24, 2009. If you send more than ten 
images, mark the ten you want projected.

Postmarked no later than October 24, 2009 for the 
2010/2011-exhibition season. 

Mission Statement 
Coker College uses the Cecelia Coker Bell Gallery 
to broaden our student's exposure to artists with 
regional, national, and international reputations. 
Interest in our exhibition program extends 
beyond the Hartsville community and we 
encourage public participation. We have shown 
artists from France, Australia, Canada, Germany, 
Japan, the Netherlands, Peru, Portugal, South 
Africa, and all regions within the United States. 
Works exhibited in our gallery are for sale; 
however, we do not focus on sales and sales are 
not common. Coker's exhibition review 
committee selects thought provoking art that 
challenges and inspires. With this in mind, our 
review committee looks for innovative works of 
art by artists who desire exposure in an academic 
setting. 

What You Send 
Send ten jpg files* (CD or DVD), or ten 35mm 
slides*, plus a list for images, statement, resume, 
and Self Addressed Stamped Envelope, if you 
want material returned. Reviews, web pages, and 
catalogues are welcome supplementary 
information, but are not required or expected. If 
you don’t want prefer email notification of review 
results, please include that e-address. 

*Image viewing programs and web sites will not be 
presented at our exhibition review: jpg & slides, only. 

Image Format 
Applicant may submit a CD or DVD containing 
images in a jpg format with a recommended size 
of 1024 x 768 pixels. Digital files are viewed with a 

video projector and should hold up to close 
examination. Do not send files as part of a viewing 
program (such as PowerPoint). We want files that 
we can drag and drop into our own picture-
viewing program.  

 •• Web sites are too slow for committee review and 
large digital files are awkward to handle and organize 
when sent by email.

Our committee will choose five artists for one-
person shows in the 2010/2011-season. 

Media 
We accept works in all media; however, we have 
no projection (video, slide or film) equipment 
available for prolonged (exhibition) use. A 
computer, with monitor, is available. 

We Provide 
• $200.00 towards shipping (total) 
• Black and white poster (at our cost) 
• 100 free posters to artists 
• Reception for show opening 

Also: 
You may send more than ten images, but you 
must indicate the ten you want projected; 
otherwise, the assistant loading files and slides 
will choose for you. You will receive notification, 
of acceptance or rejection, by the end of 
December. Notification will be by your SASE, or 
by email, if you do not include SASE.  

Selection is based on examples sent for review 
and if you are chosen for exhibition, we reserve 
the right to reject work significantly different 
from the work you submitted for review.
